Hints on using the English Programming Proformas

· Shade the week/s, by highlighting the relevant section, right click       borders and shading       shading
· Each proforma relates to a specific text type for a specific stage
· Grammar Focus -    Note the grammar typically associated with the text type and consciously address this regularly throughout the unit
· Grammar Terminology  -  Note and use the correct terminology and expect students to do the same
· Outcomes  -  For each of  the outcomes for Writing, Reading, Speaking & Listening, choose one/two/three indicators from the Syllabus pages indicated.  These will narrow the focus and pinpoint exactly what teaching and learning will be emphasized during the unit.  They could be reproduced and displayed in the classroom to remind teacher and students of the learning goals

· Teaching and Learning Experiences  -   choose and highlight from the suggestions from the Modules, modify or add your own 
Planned Assessment  -  Link this to the Foundation Statements  and to the indicators chosen to be the focus for each outcome
· Differentiation/Adjustments  -  How will the needs of individuals or groups working above or below the cohort be addressed

· Evaluation  -  were the outcomes achieved, was too little/much included, what changes could/would be made next time…..
