Hints on using the Programming Proformas

· Shade the week/s, Working Mathematically Processes and indicators by highlighting the relevant section, right click       borders and shading       shading

· Additional Outcomes – this will be the minor focus of the unit of work – revision of a previously treated outcome

· Orientation  -  setting the scene for the maths block – could include drill and practice, mental computation, number facts games…
· Whole-class Modelling  -  introducing new skills or concepts or revision of those previously introduced  -  what students will need to understand before completing learning experiences

· Learning Experiences  -   a brief reference to activities (individual, pair or group) that students will be engaged in  -  could be dated, highlighted and amended 
· Planned Assessment  -  Link this to the Foundation Statements  -   could be one of the learning experiences and need not be too time consuming  -  don’t try to assess all the syllabus content  -  need to be open ended so students can demonstrate different levels of knowledge and understanding 
Working Mathematically statements are the same for each outcome and are shown in italics -  will not always be part of a formal assessment

· Differentiation/Adjustments  -  How will the needs of individuals or groups working above or below the cohort be addressed

· Language  -  spend some time ensuring that the language associated with the outcome is understood

· Evaluation  -  was the outcome achieved, was too little/much included, what changes could/would be made next time…..

· NB  Always allow time at the end of the session for reflection and sharing to consolidate the learning that has taken place
